Katie welcomed parents to the quarter 2 IDAC meeting.  Katie presented a powerpoint for todays meeting.  Katie explained that IDAC focuses on multicultural education and cultural awareness.  Gettysburg has 2 goals.  The first goal is increasing multicultural education and the second goal is accepting and understanding all students.  Katie explained that our goal is to create an environment where students feel accepted and that will have a direct impact on learning.  Katie reported that she is working with Cristina to increase student engagement through a monthly focus.  The schools focus for October was Hispanic Heritage month, November was Indian Heritage Month, February will be Black History Month, March is Irish Heritage month, April will focus on Autism and disability awareness, and May we will have a multicultural fashion show.  Katie showed pictures of Hispanic Heritage month that highlighted activities around Dia De Los Muertos including an offrenda in the MPR, student presentations, and Folklorico dancers from CHS.  The librarian has incorporated book walks in the amphitheater for classes to walk through as well.  Katie talked about February and the assembly for Black History Month.  The school will have the African Drum interactive assembly where students will learn about African history and be able to play drums and percussion.  Katie explained that the goal is to have students identify with their cultures and be given a platform to teach others about their family heritage.  Katie explained that the second semester goal is to create a Principal’s Advisory committee.  This committee will be comprised of a diverse group of students that will meet with the principal to discuss school climate and activities to promote positivity.
